I. ARE WE THERE YET? 
 A. Spiritual Maturity Inventory. 
  1. Spiritual maturity is not being busy with a lot of Christian   
   activities, or knowing a lot about the Bible, or piling up spiritual   
   accomplishments.  
  2. How well are you doing with spiritual formation? 
    Love, Joy, Peace 
     Patience, Kindness, Goodness, 
      Faithfulness, Gentleness, Self-Control. 
 B. Works of the World Inventory. 
  1. Everyone is in the process of being formed spiritually; the question  
   is by whom? 
  2. We live in a word that deforms people spiritually. 
  3. How are you doing with spiritual deformity? 
    Fornication, Impurity, Licentiousness, 
     Idolatry, Sorcery, 
      Enmity, Strife, Jealously, Anger,  
     Selfishness, Dissension, Party Spirit, Envy, 
    Drunkenness, Carousing, and the like. 
 C. The Problem in Galatia. 
  1. There were two false factions in the Galatian Church:  the legalists   
   and the liberals. 
  2. Both roads led in the wrong direction. 
II. HOW DO WE GET THERE? 
 A. “I am the vine, you are the branches.  He who abides in me, and I in him,   
  he it is that bears much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing.” 
 B. God’s Job or Mine? 
  1. There are Calvinistic Christians.  It’s completely up to God. 
  2. There are Marine Corps Christians.  It’s all up to me.  “I have   
   memorized more Bible verses, witnessed to more people, and   
   prayed longer than anyone!”   
 C. Meet in the Middle. 
  1. It is our job.  We can’t do it without God and God won’t do it   
   without us. 
  2. It’s like trying to go to sleep or the difference between a motor   
   boat and a sail boat.  
 D. The Key Concept: Abiding. 
  1. If you abide in Jesus, the fruit will come.  If you don’t abide in   
   him, you’ll never be fruitful.  
  2. Jesus is saying, “Abide with me.  Talk to me all the time.  I don’t   

 care when.  I don’t care what’s going on.  Abide with me always.”
